State Government Update

School Infrastructure Keeping 
Pace with Population Growth
The brand new $8.7 million 2-storey Learning Centre at 
Flagstone State School has now opened, just in time for 
the start of Term 1, 2024. 

I had the pleasure of touring this new state-of-the-art 
facility with Principal Ros Clay just before the school year 
started and I have to say, the finished product exceeded 
my expectations.

With six learning spaces, two outdoor learning areas, 
staff amenities and an enormous, shaded undercroft, this 
is the perfect space for children to learn and play. 

These six new learning spaces will help to ensure that 
our education infrastructure is keeping up with the 
growth in our community, and importantly, there is room 
for future growth as well.

In speaking with Principal Clay and a few of the teachers, 
they were most impressed with the well thought-out 
classroom designs, but it was the little details such as 
whiteboard desks and endless storage spaces that were 
really appreciated. 

The start of the 2024 school year was extra exciting as it 
also marked the start of the Queensland Government’s 
‘Free Kindy’ initiative. 

This initiative will see more children get the early 
learning and critical intervention they need to start their 
journey into school and will save families around $4,600 
per year.

I popped into see the amazing Ms Sue at the C&K 
Flagstone Community Kindergarten, who as most of 
you will know, is incredibly passionate about providing 
our children with the best possible start in life. 

Ms Sue knows that a good kindergarten program can 
make a huge difference and is excited by the prospect 
of an additional 50,000 Queensland kids benefitting 
from early education.

I was also really pleased to see that there has been 
significant progress made on the new security fence 
at Flagstone State Community College. 

I made a commitment to the school that I would secure 
the $1.5 million funding for this project, and whilst it 
has taken a little longer to get started than we had 
anticipated, once completed, it will provide much 
needed after-hours security to keep the school safe.

Advocating for school funding and infrastructure will 
always be a priority for me, and I will continue to work 
with our Principals and school communities to ensure 
that Flagstone kids have access to high quality learning 
opportunities now and into the future.

Primary School
The sky is the limit for Flagstone State School 
students starting the year learning in a new 
leading-edge facility. 

The start of the 2024 school year for five senior school 
classes was exceptionally exciting as they embarked 
on their learning in the brand new learning facility at 
Flagstone State School. Students entered with large 
smiles and happy chatter and busily began exploring 
the expansive building. 

All six classrooms are bright, engaging environments, 
full of new seating, interactive desks, a well appointed 
staff conference meeting room, and shared kitchen 
facilities. There is a multi-purpose space that could 

host science experiments and plenty of exterior 
learning spaces for students to take their 
learning outdoors. 

An Audio-Frequency Induction Loop System (Hearing 
Loops) features in the new facility. These loops are 
usually installed in meeting rooms or in other places 
where people gather and assist people who have 
hearing aids fitted with a T-switch. The loop system 
assists people without hearing aids if the user is 
provided with a loop receiver device.

The facility has been welcomed by staff and the 
community with open arms. The growth of our area is 
apparent in our continually growing school population. 
We look forward to continuing to service our 
wonderful community now and in the future.
